SUNDAY MASS CREATES AND CELEBRATES COMMUNION                                                                  
AN EXCERPT FROM THE LETTER OF THE IRISH BISHOPS 

‘Sunday Mass is a vital encounter with the risen Lord, the One who gives our 

lives ultimate meaning and purpose. Through our baptism we bear the name 

'Christian'. This identity shapes who we are and calls us to follow Jesus, who 

is ‘the way, the truth, and the life’ (John 14:6). Through the celebration of Sun-

day Mass, we experience a life-giving encounter and communion with Christ. 

Just as the two disciples encountered Jesus on the road to Emmaus and rec-

ognised Him in the breaking of the bread (Luke 24:35), so too we meet Him in 

the Eucharist. 

Our identity as Christians is not solitary but shared. On Sundays, we gather 

not only as individuals but as the Church; the Body of Christ. In the celebration 

of the Eucharist, we affirm our communion with one another and with Christ. 

Pope Saint John Paul II emphasised that ‘none is as vital or as community-

forming as the Sunday celebration of the Lord’s day and His Eucharist.’ This 

gathering creates a bond of unity, solidarity, and love, as we come together to 

worship as one body, with one voice, in praise of God.’

WHY SUNDAY MATTERS     AN INVITATION TO PARTICIPATE:                                      
AN EXCERPT FROM THE LETTER OF THE IRISH BISHOPS 

‘The journey of faith often comes with its own set of challenges. Many, 

particularly the younger generation, feel disconnected from the Church due to 

past abuses and how these were addressed. Alongside this, the pressures of 

modern life, the increasing levels of anxiety and mental health difficulties – 

especially among young people – together with the lingering effects of the 

pandemic, have contributed to a sense of distance from the Church. However, 

Sunday Eucharist continues to be a source of hope, life, and profound mean-

ing. It invites us to participate in the celebration of Christ’s death and resur-

rection, the Paschal Mystery. In this sacred celebration, we have the oppor-

tunity to be transformed, to receive God’s grace, and to become the best ver-

sions of ourselves. As we navigate life, with all its joys and struggles, the Eu-

charist offers us the community and support we need to flourish and grow in 

faith. 

Mass is not just a personal act of devotion; it is a communal act of wor-

ship. We go to God together. The Sunday Mass is where the Church is most 

visibly alive, and where every member of the community plays an essential 

role. Each person’s participation is needed for the Church to truly live. It is 

important to gather physically for Mass, and although technology is helpful, it 

can never replace the tangible experience of being with the community as we 

listen to God's word and receive the Body of Christ.’
